Six years before his death, Daniel Roberts (1841-
1907) wrote, "l remain a country parson, known
only within my own small world". This hymn was

written while he served a rural church in Brandon,

Vermont. He wrote it in 1876 to commemorate the

100th birthday of the Declaration of Independence,
and it was sung for the first time at Brandon's

Fourth of July celebration.

Because the people of Brandon so liked the hymbgRs submitted it to the
committee planning the Constitution's centenniélmation. The committee
chose it as the official hymn for the occasion aadt it to the organist at St.
Thomas Episcopal Church in New York City to compaseoriginal tune.
The new tune, which was written by George Willianarvgén (1828-1902),
and called National Hymn, was given a dramatic pratnfanfare which

helped to make this hymn unique.
